Let the name of Drag City be heard once again in the town and country of
this land! One and all should prepare themselves to feast and rejoice as they
speak our name.

It should be obvious why we anticipate such celebration — a new full-length
LP from your AOR faves, Silver Jews. Three years after the knockdown,
dropout classic American Water hit the stands, Silver Jews songman David
Berman has pulled his guitar and notebook out of the fire and slapped them
into the frying pan once again. The sweet outcome is now cooling on the
ledge before you.

Bright Flight is the fourth Silver Jews album, but it could also be called
“Silver Jews In Space” — that’s how high and lonesome it sounds. Nothing
could be lonelier than the endless void of outer space, right? Well, Silver
Jews are tied to the earth — which means that the void might be living in
the house down the road. And late at night, the dizzying sounds of Bright
Flight can be heard eminating from the house...get the picture?

It’s been so long since the last new Silver Jews LP, we’d almost forgotten
how enjoyable it is to hear a new Silver Jews LP again. But then we put it
on...and Bright Flight sure is. All the Silver Jews traditions are there — the
vague country-rock, the solid silver tunes, Berman’s moan-and-yowl, way-
out lyrics, the secret hits and the sudden twists in the road that only Silver
Jews songs have. Plus at least one instrumental. Bright Flight has all of that.
But it’s also got a lot of real human tragedy in it. These songs seem less like
equations than ever — and the wild kindness set out to at the end of
American Water sometimes seems a little more wild (and much kinder)
than previously envisioned.

And the backing band is more solid than ever! The American Water rhythm
section — percussionist Tim Barnes on the traps and Mighty Flashlight
himself, Mike Fellows — is back in black. Steve Malkmus, whose wit and
wisdom has seemed more complimentary to Berman’s music than his own,
is not in evidence on Bright Flight — nor is he missed. Lethal doses of
pedal steel, electric guitar, and some of the best piano playing around are
supplied by Nashville cats William Tyler, Tony Crow, and Phil Niehaus. The
production from another Nashville vet, Mark Nevers does what it should —
which is to bring Silver Jews back home. They’'ve been lost in the wilderness
for so long now.
